Course Aims

The goals of the course are two-fold. One aim is to introduce you to psychological theories utilized to frame social justice research. A second aim is to further develop your own critique regarding the historical and current debates in the area of justice. I encourage you to consider the potential applications of justice theories, while acknowledging the impact of power and collective identification. 

Class Format

The structure of this class will be a combination of lecture, activities, discussion, and student presentations. You should read each article before it is discussed in class. We will briefly review the details of the article in class and will build upon the article content during class lecture and discussion.

Learning Objectives

You will be provided a series of questions based on the readings for each week. The reading sheets are due at the end of the class each Thursday. Reading sheets are worth up to 15 points. You may drop your lowest reading sheet grade. 
Weekly Homework (Eleven total):
You will receive more information during class. The short papers, reflections, and advocacy assignments will focus on learning to disseminate psychological research via different formats (e.g., white papers/policy summaries, film reviews, letters to the editor, informational blog posts). Papers will range from 1-3, single-spaced pages (30 points each). You may drop your lowest homework grade. 
Team Project:

For the final, you will be required to present during the last week of class or during the final (randomly assigned). Presentations (in groups of 3-5 students) will focus on examining a particular topic related to social justice from a psychological lens. You will receive more information during the first two weeks of class. The presentation is worth 100 points.

Gerald Mitchell feels that the root of the mistreatment and tragic deaths of unarmed Black people is not just racist police practices. The cause also stems from inhumane, exploitative societal practices, like shopping at places that don't pay their workers enough to support their families, that all of us—consciously or not— participate in and support every day.

 We can start acknowledging our problem by realizing that there is always a human being on the other side of our actions. As we are all part of the problem, we also are all part of the solution in gaining justice for Black people and beyond. 

Like Gerald Mitchell, dig deep to identify and explain how you personally can treat people more justly. Describe what treating people fairly and humanely looks like to you. How might your actions make a difference where you live (school and community)? In greater society?

· Provide an original essay title

· No more than 700 words

· Must be original, unpublished words
